STUDIES
The Certificate in Curatorial Studies helps prepare students to launch
careers in art museums, galleries, and non-profit art organizations. These
careers include art conservator, exhibition designer, gallerist, museum
educator, collections manager, archivist, art handler, curatorial assistant,
and development specialist. Students learn the fundamentals of art-
handling, collection management, exhibition design, research and writing
for art exhibition texts, and acquire selected career competencies needed
for museum and gallery careers. As part of the Certificate, students
work with university and community professionals to advance their
curatorial skills. Both the Capstone Course and Internship allow students
to collaborate with these professionals for supervised practice in art
collection-management and the creation of art exhibitions.

History, or other major by special permission
2. Completion of ART 1C with a grade of C or higher
