Geography students at Sacramento State explore Earth’s natural and
cultural environments using methods from the natural sciences and the
social sciences. They study climate, weather, landforms, water resources,

These phenomena overlap in intricate ways, giving rise to
distinctive places and regions. Geography's approach emphasizes Earth’s
spatial relationships and patterns, and the processes that govern them,
whether found in nature or in human behavior.
